School Uniform Policy 

 
 
 
 
The Donald Primary School has authorised summer and winter uniforms for both girls and boys.  A 
uniform gives a child a sense of belonging and pride in his/her school, as well as responsibility for 
maintaining it. The uniform must be worn for official functions such as school photos, 
camps/excursions, concerts and music festivals and normal activities unless otherwise directed. It 
is not compulsory to have the school logo on items of clothing.  

 
 Year 6 students may have a windcheater made with a class of 20__ Logo.  

 
 

CLOTHING - Please name all articles of clothing regularly, including coats, beanies, hats jumpers, 
boots, as many of the children wear the same type of clothing. Extra items are not to be 
worn inside the classrooms as we have good heating & cooling systems.  

 

 
FOOTWEAR:  All children must wear secure, sensible shoes, Ill-fitting skate type shoes; 
THONGS/CROCS are dangerous and are NOT to be worn to school.  All shoes must be securely tied 
and fasten up at all times.  No bare feet at anytime.  Please wear appropriate clothing for the 
activity. 
 

 
HATS:  Children MUST wear a Broad Brimmed Maroon Hat in Terms 1, end of Term 3 (September) & 
Term 4.  Sunscreen is provided for all students. Being a sun smart school, singlet tops are not 
permitted, shoulders must be covered at all times. All students must wear a rashy vest or t-shirt 
when participating in the school swimming program. 
 

 
DONALD PRIMARY SCHOOL UNIFORM compulsory for Concerts, Photos, Music Festival, Camps, 
Excursions etc, unless otherwise directed. *No ‘Hoodie’ style jumpers are to be worn at school.   
Adults have the right to wear any clothing (As per Teaching Act) as long as it is neat, casual and 
does not impede or create an unsafe work environment.  Staff members may choose to purchase 
a school uniform. 
 
 

GIRLS: 
 Summer - Gold polo shirt, navy blue shorts, maroon windcheater with gold Bullocks head logo, 

white socks, black shoes, sneakers or sandals-brown/ black (surf style).  Must protect toes 
and be sturdy.  (Double strap at front.)  
Dress   - made from material as Donald High School Summer Uniform, with a collar, with 
or with out a belt. Any Style.   

Winter - Maroon or navy tracksuit pants, gold polo shirt or gold skivvy, maroon windcheater with              
gold bullocks head logo, white socks & black shoes/sneakers 

 
BOYS: 
 Summer - Shorts-Grey or navy, gold polo shirt, maroon windcheater with gold bullocks head logo, 

grey socks, black shoes, sneakers or sandals-brown/ black (surf style).  Must protect toes 
and be sturdy. (Double strap at front) 

Winter - Grey trousers, maroon or navy tracksuit pants, gold polo shirt or gold skivvy, maroon 
windcheater with bullocks head logo, grey socks and black shoes, sneakers or boots.  

- Year 6 students elected to have a windcheater made with a class of 2010 - Logo. This is optional.   
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
Clarification of the Dress Code 
 
a. It is expected that all items of clothing be clearly named.  
b. A watch, studs or sleepers are the only jewellery permitted.  
c. Students are not permitted to deface or alter the school uniform in any way.  
d. Students are not to wear make-up, nail polish, mascara etc or temporary 
tattoos.

Netball  - Gold D.P.S Polo Shirt 
  -Netball Skirts –1set Yellow, 

-1 set Maroon (both owned and kept at the School) 
- Mouth guards are highly recommended. 
- Bottom of own choice. 

Hockey -Gold D.P.S Polo Shirt Top, Bottom of own choice  
-Shin guards, borrowed from Donald Hockey Club, are compulsory.  
-Mouth guards are compulsory 

Athletics - Gold D.P.S Polo Shirt Top, Bottom of own choice 

- Appropriate footwear – No bare feet permitted  
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
